Who wrote the Qur’an? 
Allegation No -3- & -4-
Muhammad PBUH wrote it to liberate and unite the Arabs!
He wrote it for moral reformation!
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Among the theories that some Non Muslims have invented against Muhammad PBUH being the author of the Qur’an, is that he has penned it in order to liberate and unite the Arab nation which was one of his main motives. They continue to say that ‘the Qur’an was written in pure Arabic and so its message was directed to the Arabs only’.  Some other people says that he wrote it for moral reformation, ‘you see the Arabs at that time were immoral people who practiced all types of evil and so Muhammad PBUH needed to improve their status and free them from ignorance by writing the Qur’an and attributing it to God’. 
Let us deal with these two allegations separately.

- 3rd allegation – Muhammad PBUH wrote it to liberate and unite the Arabs!
A very noble cause indeed but very difficult to reconcile with the following factors: 
1- If the Muhammad’s PBUH motive in writing the Qur’an was to liberate and unite the Arabs, why can’t we find a single verse in the entire Qur’an that speaks about the unity and the Arab’s liberation? Would it be possible for a man to write a whole book consists of over 6000 verses with clear goal and strength of liberating his nation and at the same time we find ‘his main motive’ not to be mentioned or even reflected in the book that he has authored? Does this make any sense? 

2- The concept of ‘nation’ or Ummah as emphasized in the Qur’an invites everyone irrespective of blood ties, skin color, one’s sex, caste or creed to be a member of this same nation. So the unity that the Qur’an speaks about is the unity of ‘believers’ whether Arabs or non Arabs, white or black, rich or poor. So why Muhammad PBUH would (if he was the author) give so much emphasis on the unity of the believers if his motive was to only unite and liberate the Arabs? 
3- If Muhammad PBUH wanted to liberate and unite the Arabs, he could have easily accepted the offer of becoming the King of Arabia and use his power to unify his people! Why would he refuse such an offer that could have helped him a lot in achieving his motives? 

4- There are many verses which suggest that Muhammad PBUH was not after unifying and liberating the Arabs. For instance: Allah says what can be translated: “Behold! The Angel said ‘O Mary! God has chosen thee, and purified thee, chosen thee above the women of all nations.” Qur’an 3:42   We may wonder, why Muhammad PBUH would refer to Mary, the mother of Jesus PBUH to be the purest and chosen lady above the women of all nations? Why not his mother or wife, daughter or any other Arab woman for that matter? Why Mary the Jewess who is belonged to a nation that has been looking down upon the Arabs for thousands of years! Why is he provoking his nation if he is truly wanted to unite them? 
5- Why would Muhammad PBUH say in the Qur’an: “O children of Israel, call to mind the special favour which I bestowed upon you and that I preferred you to all others (for my message)” Qur’an 2:47 why would he favor the Jews over his own nation if he wanted to unite and liberate them?

- 4th allegation – He wrote it for moral reformation!

This is the opinion of some other scholars who alleged that Muhammad PBUH was after moral reformation and that’s why he had to write down the Qur’an to instruct the Arabs on how to behave and live their lives, however to teach people morality, one has to practice good moral conducts himself and not to engage in immoral acts like cheating, lying and deceiving etc, but this is what exactly those scholars are suggesting!
1- The theory is suggesting that Muhammad PBUH was lying to his people by saying that the Qur’an was revealed to him by God while in fact it was his own handiwork, and the reason is ‘moral reformation’. In such a case, why would he write ‘in his own book’ the following: “Who can be more wicked than one who invents a lie against God, or says ‘I have received inspiration’ when he has received none…” Qur’an 6:93 the continuation of this verse shows the most horrible punishment for those who invent lies against Allah. So was Muhammad PBUH describing himself when he wrote down this verse? Didn’t he know that he was lying? How could a liar morally reform a nation?
2- As everyone knows, the Qur’an was not brought by Muhammad PBUH all of a sudden as a complete book, but it was recited by him for a period of 23 whole years. Some of these recitations were an invitation to the people to ask about absolutely anything. For example: “…If you ask about things when the Qur’an is being revealed they will be made plain to you…” Qur’an 5:101 and the people seized this opportunity and started to ask Muhammad PBUH plenty of questions, regarding wine, gambling, the position of women, menstruation, war, planets, and history etc and in every situation he was able to provide a satisfactory answer and a valid one too. Wasn’t he worried when he was ‘writing’ as to not be able to answer one of these questions? Why would he corner himself with questions that he might not be aware of its answers?  And how was he able to remain consistent and confident with his answers for a period of 23 years?
3- Another issue is that the Qur’an itself has corrected the Prophet Muhammad PBUH in several situations. One of them is when his uncle Hamza was brutally killed and his body was split opened by Hind, the wife of Abu Sufian. When the Prophet PBUH saw his body he said: “Never yet have I felt more anger than now I feel; and when next time God gives me victory over Quraysh I will mutilate thirty of their dead”. But very soon he was reciting to his companions ‘what some believe that he himself had written’ that: “If you inflict punishment, then inflict only so much as you have suffered; but if you endure patiently, that is better for the patient.” Qur’an 16:126. Not only that, but he forbade mutilation and gave his order to respect the prisoners of war. 
4- The idea of moral information as the main focus in the book of Allah (Attributed to Muhammad PBUH) is inaccurate. For instance, there are more verses in the Qur’an inviting people to reflect over the creation of the universe than the verses that are calling people for moral reformation. While there are 150 verses speaking of beliefs, rules and instructions, you will find about 756 verses speaking of God’s natural creation. So why would any person dedicate a whole book to reform a nation bother himself with more verses about God’s marvelous creation instead of his main intention and focus for writing the book?
5- How would Muhammad PBUH fabricate the Qur’an and then lie and claim that it was a revelation from High, when he himself never utter a lie in his entire life and the disbelievers of his time are witnesses to this fact? Wasn’t he called by them ‘As-Sadiq, Al Amin’ or the Truthful, the Trustworthy? He gathered them one day at Mount Safa and shouted “If I told you there was an army at the back of this hill waiting to attack you, would you believe me?” they said “yes, you are the one without blemish and we have never known you tell a lie” so how could a truthful man lie against God? How could he call people to moral reformation and he himself does not stick to his moral teaching and deceive them? 
As we can see, the above allegations are easily refuted once evidences are provided from history, common sense and based on the account of the Qur’an itself. However, when allegations are being refuted, critics come up with more allegations in which we are going to deal with later insh a Allah. 
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
