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Although we were able by Allah’s permission to easily refute the allegations that were made against Muhammad PBUH being the author of the Qur’an, still many critics trying their very best to prove otherwise. Though they’ve now admitted that he did not pen the Qur’an himself, but rather he had copied it from other sources, possibly from the Jews and Christians.  

In a debate between Sheikh Ahmad Deedat and Christian Arab missionary Anis Sharoosh titled “Is Jesus God?”, the latter claimed that the Qur’an is a mere copy of the Bible, he specifically said: “75% of the beautiful Qur’an in my beautiful language of Arabic is from the Bible
” and when Sheikh Deedat requested from Sharoosh to point out a single verse from the Qur’an that was copied from the Bible, he failed to do so miserably though he had 75 whole minutes to prove his statement right. Below are the reasons why some people think that Muhammad PBUH had copied the Qur’an from the Bible followed by the refutations to their claim;  

1- Some people say that the Prophet PBUH learnt the Qur’an from a Roman man named Blacksmith, a Christian who used to work in Mecca.

Those who made such an allegation failed to realize that Blacksmith did not know how to speak fluent Arabic! And one verse from the Qur’an testifies to this fact. Allah says what can be translated: “We know indeed that they say ‘It is a man that teaches him’ the tongue of him they wickedly point is notably foreign, while this is Arabic, pure and clear” Qur’an 16:103

How it is possible for a foreigner who does not speak the Arabic language would teach Muhammad PBUH the Qur’an which is eloquent and pure Arabic? Will anyone believe that the Chinese man who speaks broken English has taught Shakespeare how to write English novels and plays?  It is nonsensical.  
2- Some other people claimed that he had learned the Qur’an from Waraqah, Khadija’s relative who was an expert of the Jewish and Christian scriptures.  It is true that Waraqah was well versed in the Jewish and Christian scriptures; however he has only met the Prophet Muhammad PBUH twice, one time when Waraqah was worshipping God at the Ka’bah and the second time when Khadija took the Prophet to meet Waraqah after the first revelation. 3 years later Waraqah passed away. So it is illogical to conclude that the entire Qur’an was written based on these two meetings!
3- Some would say that he learnt the Qur’an from the Jews and Christians whom he met outside Arabia.  According to available historical records, we know that the Prophet Muhammad PBUH has made only 3 trips outside Mecca in his entire life; a) when he was 6 or 9 year old with his mother, they went to Madeenah, b) when he was about 12 or 15 years he went with his uncle Abu Talib to Syria, and c) when he was 25 years he went to Syria when he took care of Khadija’s business. Is it not possible to assume that the entire Qur’an was written because the Prophet PBUH met few Jews and Christians during these three journeys!  

4- The Prophet Muhammad’s PBUH life after claiming prophet-hood was an open book for everyone to observe. Verses from the Qur’an was revealed asking people to give him some privacy in his own home. So if the Prophet PBUH was in contact with anyone who told him what to write in “his own book” this secret would not have been hidden for long time.  The enemies of the Prophet PBUH wanted to prove him wrong and so they kept close eye on him all the time and yet they could not point out a single incident where the Prophet PBUH may have copied the Qur’an from anyone.  
5- How could Muhammad PBUH copy the Qur’an from the Bible if he was in fact an illiterate man who could not read or write? The Qur’an itself says: “You were not (able) to recite a Book before this, nor you were (able) to transcribe it with your right hand: in that case, indeed would the talkers of vanities have doubted.” Qur’an 29:48 God Almighty knows that people might doubt the authenticity of the Qur’an if Muhammad PBUH was himself a learned person who have some reading skills and so he sent an unlettered Prophet to challenge the learned people in their own language. 

6- How could Muhammad PBUH copy the Qur’an from the Bible when there was no Arabic Bible in his time? The Bible was translated into Arabic over 1000 years after the Prophet’s demise, so how did he copy that which he has no knowledge of (the language of the Old Testament Bible was written in Hebrew, and the New Testament is written in Greek)? 

7- Yes there are some apparent similarities between the Bible and the Qur’an, however when you compare them closely you will find that there are huge differences between them and not similarities, moreover you will wonder, ‘why did the Prophet PBUH did not copy them as well?’. For example: 

A) The Creation of the universe is mentioned in both, the Bible and the Qur’an. In Genesis chapter #1 God has created the universe in 6 days, and the 6 days here are defined as 24hours period. The Qur’an too has mentioned that God has created the universe in 6 days however, the Arabic word for ‘days’ is ‘Ayyaam’ has got two different meanings: it means 24hours period (i.e. day) and also it means a stage or a very long period. So scientifically, the Qur’anic account on the Creation of the universe is more accurate than the Bible. So are we saying that Muhammad PBUH was copying the Qur’an from the Bible but somehow he managed to make some corrections wherever necessary?
B) Another example is the creation of day and night, which is according to the Bible Genesis 1:3-5 were created in the 1st day of the creation of the universe. Then in verses 14-19 the stars were created on the 4th day. How could you have a day without the stars? How can we have the day-light without the source of light (i.e. stars)? On the other hand, the account of creation in the Qur’an does not mention any of this unscientific data. 
C) Vegetation kingdom according to the Bible Genesis 1:11-13 was created on the 3rd day while the sun in verses 14-19 was created on the 4th day. How can you have vegetables and plans without sunlight? Again this piece of information is absence in the Qur’an.
D) The Bible indicates that the sun and the moon produce their own light (Genesis 1:16) on the other hand, the Qur’an agrees with modern scientific discovery that while the Sun produce its own light, the moon does not.  When the scientists have discovered this fact? Few hundreds years back, however this concept is found in the Qur’an 1400 ago. So in short, if Muhammad PBUH was the real author of the Qur’an and if he had copied it from the Bible, why did he escape the mention of these scientific errors which are found in the Bible? Why did he avoid them?  
8- Why many Jews and Christians in the time of Muhammad PBUH believed in his message sincerely and accepted Islam if they had learned that he merely copied the Qur’an from their scriptures? And why not a single person was able to reveal the identity of this secret teacher who dictated the Qur’an to Muhammad PBUH? 
9- Why, if the Qur’an is a copy of the Bible, we cannot find certain basic and common terminologies such as ‘Father’ in reference to God and ‘Son’ concerning Jesus Christ? Why would Muhammad PBUH object the use of those terms if he really had copied ‘his book’ from the Jewish and Christian sources?  Why the entire concept of God is different in both accounts! Where God could rest and get some refreshment in the Bible (Genesis 2:2-3) and (Exodus 20:11), He does not even sleep or slumber in the Qur’an (Qur’an 2:255)! If God walks in the garden and Adam hides himself from Him as described in the Bible, the Qur’an on the other hand strongly objected such quality to be attributed to God. In the Bible God has regretted some of His decisions including the creation of man, but in the Qur’an God is described as All-Wise who never make a mistake. God is portrayed in the Bible as the God of Israel, but the Qur’an never attributes any particular race to the God of all. And the list could go like forever, but the question now is, why did Muhammad PBUH left these things out of ‘his Qur’an’ if he had copied it from the Bible? 
10-  Why Muhammad PBUH didn’t copy the idea of the ‘Tree of knowledge’ which is to be found in the book of Genesis? Why didn’t he mention in the Qur’an about the original sin of Adam and Eve which Christians claims that the entire mankind has inherited? 
11-  Why Muhammad PBUH didn’t teach us that women were cursed for the sin of Eve and that’s why till this day they suffer the pain of childbirth? Why in the Qur’an Adam and Eve have repented and were forgiven by God but in the Bible they were cursed and never forgiven except through the blood of Jesus! Why Muhammad PBUH didn’t copy that?   

12- Why the stories of the people of ‘Aad and Thamud are absent in the Bible? From where did Muhammad PBUH get their information from if he copied them from the Bible? Where are the names of the Prophet Salih and Hood in the Bible? 

So far we have brought only 12 points as a very solid evidence that Muhammad PBUH never copied the Qur’an from the Bible simply because he was not the author of the Qur’an, it was no more than a revelation sent down to Him from the One who is powerful and wise. Next session insh a Allah we will be speaking about other evidences which are sufficient to prove that the Qur’an is the divine inspiration of God Almighty.
