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IN earlier sessions we have mentioned that critics would not be satisfied with refuting their arguments regarding the authorship of the Qur’an, and instead of accepting the clear facts presented to them, they would throw at you more allegations and assumptions to win the debate that the Qur’an was not divinely inspired.  When all points are being cleared to them, they will still act in the same manner how the disbelievers in the time of Muhammad PBUH have responded to his call. They called him mad, magician and so on. Today’s critics are no better than previous disbelievers; they still insist that Muhammad’s psychological problems were actually the reason for the production of Qur’an.   But there should be no worries insh a Allah, because the more lies they invent against Allah, the more evidences we will be discovering concerning the truthfulness of the Qur’an. 
* I just want you to imagine with me the author of any book who had lost his parents when he was only 6 years old, all of his daughters died before him except one, his beloved wife Khadija died in the most critical time of his life, she was the woman whom he ran to when he received the first revelation to seek comfort at her side, etc. in short, Muhammad PBUH have had a very difficult life and yet all these stories are not mentioned in the book attributed to him? How could anyone psychologically explain why Muhammad PBUH didn’t mention the name of his wives, daughters, best friends in the book that he had penned? Why didn’t he relate the story of his birth and the detailed story of the first revelation? These stories and more must have hurts him and affected on him personally and yet he did not mention any of them! If the Qur’an was truly his own invention and the result of his psychological problems, at least these stories would have been mentioned in ‘his own book’, but they are all absent. 

THE QUR’AN INDEED WAS DIVINELY REVEALED.
1- God Almighty knew since day 1 knew that people would reject His words and attribute it to man. And that’s why there is something amazing in the Qur’an to challenge those ‘clevers’ by trying to help them out to prove the Qur’an wrong.  In our time this theory is called ‘The falsification test’. In other words “I am claiming that this is the word of God, and if you do this or that, you would prove it otherwise” and in more than 1400 years no one was able to prove it wrong! And the challenge still open for those who wanted to try. The Qur’an says: “Do they not consider the Qur’an with care? Had it been from anyone other than Allah, they would surely have found therein much discrepancy” Qur’an 4:82. Imaging yourself taken an exam in the school and while handing the exam paper to your teacher you challenged him by saying: “there is no mistake in this exam, try and find one fault in it” I bet the teacher would not sleep all night in order to prove his student wrong, but Subhan Allah, in more than 1400, no one yet was able to meet that challenge and no one will insh a Allah. 
2- In another very intellectual attitude in the Qur’an we read various verses where the ‘author’ is telling us that “if you are in doubt of what is said, go and ask the expert of that particular field”. It is amazing to mention than any author writing a book, normally he is an expert and has acquired certain training and studies in the field in order for him to write about it. ( i.e. someone writing about physics, he is an expert of that field indeed). But in normal cases experts do not ask their readers to ask or to reconfirm the information with ‘another expert’ if they are in doubt of what he has written!  And this is what some Muslims have done exactly years ago when they have collected all the verses related to the field of Embryology and the stages of human beings in the womb and presented them to an expert named ‘Keith Moore’ who is a renowned professor of that field. They invited him to Saudi Arabia and told him to examine these verses and he was astonished at the findings to such an extent that he has edited his own textbook on Embryology to match the information found in the Qur’an. And when he was asked to explain how the Qur’an was so accurate in this information he said: “It could only have been divinely revealed”
.
3- Another interesting attitude in the Qur’an is informing the readers “you were not aware of this information before” Imagine! The Qur’an provides you certain information and tells you that this is something new. Why Muhammad PBUH was so confident to challenge the people by provoking them to search this information? 

4- Critics who always argue that the Qur’an is not a divine revelation, we may ask them ‘can you please explain what is the Qur’an if it is not from God?’ All excuses and allegations that we have discussed earlier are the results of not finding an answer to this simple question. 
5- Abu Lahab or chapter 111 of the Qur’an is one of my favorite examples to prove that the Qur’an is a divine inspiration. A man who sought to kill the prophet and destroy Islam was remembered by God Almighty in the Qur’an as ‘the perished Abu Lahab’. A whole chapter was revealed as a prediction that he and his wife will never embrace Islam and Hellfire would be their destination. And it came to pass, Abu Lahab and his wife died as disbelievers. They have 10 whole years to prove the Qur’an wrong by simply saying ‘we wanted to become Muslims now, why the Qur’an said this about us? Didn’t Allah know that we are going to embrace Islam one day? What do you say about that?’ but they never did. How could Muhammad PBUH be so confident in giving someone 10 years to prove him wrong? 
6- The migration is another miraculous event. When Abu Bakr and Muhammad PBUH were hiding in the Cave, Abu Bakr was afraid, he could see the enemies holding their swords to kill them, he told Muhammad PBUH ‘if they looked down they will see us’.  If Muhammad PBUH was lying about being the prophet of God he could have instructed Abu Bakr to keep quite etc. but rather he said: “Relax, indeed Allah is with us” is this the behavior of someone fooling his people or lying to them? Why was he so confident?

7- 2 non Muslims in 1973 have won the noble prize for their amazing discovery that the entire universe was initially a solid body that was exploded and as a result the galaxies and other planets were formed. This piece of information is found in the Qur’an for over 1400 years ago. Who could have told the prophet about this when it has been discovered only recently? Allah says: “Do not the unbelievers see that the heavens and the earth were joined together, then we clove them asunder, and made from water every living thing? Will they not then believe?” Qur’an 21:30 how did Muhammad PBUH know that every living creature was made from water when he lived all his life in the desert? 
8- Who can tell me the difference between a male and a female Bee? Only experts can differentiate between Bees’ genders. The Qur’an tells us that a female Bee would leave its home to search for and gather food (Qur’an 16:68-69). Why Muhammad PBUH did specifically mentioned a female Bee in doing that job and not the male? How did he know that the past 300 years scientific research has shown that a female Bee and not the male is responsible for gathering the food and the male never leaves home to gather food?
These were but glimpse about the authenticity of the Qur’an which is declared by Non Muslims to be the most authentic religious book on earth. Indeed, we can quote no better words than Prof. Keith Moore who said regarding the Qur’an: ‘It could only have been divinely revealed”
