When will life begin? Is it on the moment of conception or at birth?
 

Please be informed that up until now and till eternity, the knowledge of 'when exactly' life begins is hidden from everyone. 

As far as Islam is concerned, the information we have regarding this matter is coming form the Prophet Muhammad PBUH who said: 

"every one of you is collected in the womb of his mother for the first forty days, and then he becomes a clot for another forty days, and then a piece of flesh for another forty days. Then Allah sends an angel to write four words: He writes his deeds, time of his death, means of his livelihood, and whether he will be wretched or blessed (in faith). Then the soul is breathed into his body" Al Bukhari Vol 4, Book 55, No549

 

So according to this narration, the soul is breathed into the body after 120 days from conception. However, as I said earlier no one has the knowledge of the ‘exact timing’ of when life begins.

Allah says in the Qur'an: "They ask you [O Muhammad] concerning the Ruh (Soul). Say: 'It is one of the things, the knowledge of which is only with my Lord. And of knowledge, you (mankind) have been given very little" Qur'an 17:85
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
